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Female Spies of the Civil War

Several of our Southern sisters aided the cause by successfully spying on the North during the Civil War.
Belle Boyd was one of the most celebrated of these plucky ladies. See was born Isabelle Boyd in Martinsbur
Virginia (now West Virginia), in 1844. In 1860, the beautiful Belle was presented to society in Washington,
DC. When the South seceded, she returned to Martinsburg and began rolling bandages, and raising money
our Confederate troops. When Martinsburg was occupied in July, 1861, Boyd began mixing with Union offi-
cers and used her beauty to pickup tidbits of troop movements and future plans which she then passed on tc
Confederate forces. I n 1862, she successfully p

Although General Jackson was outnumbered, he did successfully drive the Union troops out of the Shenan-
doah Valley. Belle continued to spy and served
She was arrested by Union forces and held in Washington; after contracting typhoid she was paroled in a pri
oner exchange. In 1864, Belle was taking letters from Jefferson Davis to England when her blockade runner
was intercepted. Union Lt. Samuel Wylde Harding, Jr, was placed aboard the rebel ship and they fell in love
Lt Harding allowed Belle and her Confederate ski
charge. He sailed to England and married the lovely Belle. After the War, she wrote of her life as a spy and
became an actress calling herself La Belle Rebelle dying in 1900.

Rose OO6Neal Greenhow was born in Montgomery Coun
and became a leader in Washington society. She passionately supported secession and successfully sent a
cret message to General Beauregard aiding him in winning the battle of Bull Run. Jefferson Davis credited t
assistance in winning the battle of Manassas. The Union imprisoned her first in her home and then in the Ol
Capital Prison. She continued smuggling messages out to the Confederacy using cryptic notes smuggled ot
in such unlikely places as the inside of a | adie
the Confederate states where Jefferson David warmly her. Her next mission took her to Britain and France
where she spread word of the Southern cause. While she was in Paris, she received an audience with Napc
leon Ill. After spending a year abroad, she started home in 1864 aboard a British blockade runner. The ves:
ran aground at the mouth of the Cape Fear River near Wilmington, North Carolina. She escaped aboard a r
boat evading the Union gunboat pursuing her vessel, but she never made it to shore. In October 1864, she \
buried with full military honors in the Oakdale Cemetery. Her coffin was wrapped in the Confederate flag anc
she was carried by Confederate troops.

Emeline Pigott was born in Harlowe Township of Carteret County, North Carolina. When she was 25, she ar
her parents moved to Crab Point on the North Carolina Coast. Nearby'tNe26 Carolina was defending

the coast. She tended the sick and wounded bringing some of them home to nurse. She collected food, clo
ing, and medicine from three counties to help the troops leaving them in hollow trees and logs for the soldier:
to collect. She entertained Union soldiers and gleaned information. Local fisherman gained information as
they sold fish to the Yankees and shared the information with Pigott. She carried this valuable information
weighing as much as 30 pounds under her hoop skirt. In 1862, she fled with the wounded just before the Ya
kees occupied her town. She was arrested and sent to jail and ate some incriminating information. She fac
the death penalty, but was inexplicably released. She died in 1916 and never revealed why she was release
