ALAN BABIN, AN AMERICAN HERO

On a bridge over the Euphrates in Baghdad the morning call to prayer floated through the pre
dawn silence: RnCome to prayer, come to VY.
blazed through the air with deafening blasphemy, drowning the holy call. An American soldie
was hit and the shout came for a medic. Instantly, from a secure and covered position, Pfc.
Al an Babin appeared and in a hail of bul |l
prayer, come to your good. God is the gr
wards his wounded fellow soldier. His only memory of the battle on the bridge was the mo-
ment a bullet ripped into his side five yards from his giahlke soldier he was trying to save.

The force of the bullet spun him around and obliterated 90% of his stomach, destroyed his
spleen, damaged his pancreas and nicked his liver before exiting and rocketing away with the
life he once knew. The weight of his pack caused him to fall on his back and propped him up
He looked like he was taking a quick nap, but the blood that began to fan out on his shirt dis-
pelled that mirage. A bullet carrying death and despair with intentions to lay a family to their
knees instead triggered a moment of faith, hope, prayer, and most of all, love. A call for all ar
gels rose silent from that distance bridge.

Five years (two of which were in hospitals) and 70 surgeries have passed since that morning
the bridge. Alan is now home. His recovery is miraculous from where he began. The road

One of the early regiments to enter the Civil Wa
Benjamin Franklin Terry, a wealthy Brazoria sugar planter. The regiment mustered in Houston in September
1861 over a thousand strong. They set out for Virginia but were placed under the command of Albert Sydne
Johnston and traveled instead to Bowling Green, Kentucky. Here they elected officers and organized. Rich-
mond designated the regiment as thd@8xas Cavalry, but as they fought east of the Mississippi they re-

mai ned known as fAThe Texas Rangers. o

At their first battle near Woodsville, Kentucky on December 17, 1861 the unit lost their leader, Colonel Terry.
Lieutenant Colonel Thomas Lubbock was elected commander but he died of an illness before he could assu
his duties. Colonel John Austin Wharton became the next leader and eventually he became a Major Genera
did Thomas Harrison who commanded the regiment after Wharton.

The Rangers fought at Shiloh, Perryville, Murfreesboro, Fort Pillow, Chattanooga, and Chickamauga. They
also served as scouts and pickets for the Army of Tennessee. Their final action was at Bentonville, North
Carolina on March 21, 1965 where 150 men, all that was left of the regiment, sent the Union troops into a ful
retreat. Here they lost three of their officers. When the Army of Tennessee surrendered a month later, many
the remainder of the Rangers hoped to join up with General Kirby Smith and continue fighting west of the
